Preparing a Research Talk 

1. Describe your audience. Why should your audience be interested in this particular topic? What do they already know about it? What terms or definitions will be new to them? Which concepts will be the most difficult for them to grasp?

2. What key points about your research do you want to cover in the presentation? 

3. Your presentation should address the following questions but not necessarily in this order:

a) What problem was investigated? What research question(s) did you answer?

b) What was the primary motivation for investigating the problem? 

c) What background information or related work is relevant to the audience’s understanding of the problem?

d) How did you approach the problem? Distil your methodology or experimental design. What assumptions did you make?
e) What are your most significant results?

f) What, if any, are the limitations of your findings or solution to the problem? 
g) What conclusions can be drawn from the results? What are the implications?
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
